Essential job functions include:

· Fundraising– Assumes primary responsibility for fundraising, including development of a fundraising plan, grant writing and reporting, and identifying new and diverse revenue sources.

· Partnership Building and Community Outreach- Assures the organization and its mission, programs, products and services are consistently presented in strong, positive image to relevant stakeholders. Builds relationships with strategic partners for strong, effective delivery of services to target populations.
· Programming- Oversees staff, planning, and implementation of community-based food access programming, including the Crossroads Farmers Market and healthy eating work in schools. Develops new areas of programming.
· Operations and Human Resource Management- Manages organization’s financial resources, including recommendation of yearly budget for Board approval, as well as prudent management and ongoing accounting. Provides Board administration and support. Ensures that the organization is in compliance with current laws and regulations. Effectively manages the human resources of the organization.

BACKGROUND ON CROSSROADS COMMUNITY FOOD NETWORK

Crossroads Community Food Network (Crossroads), a food access non-profit organization, aims to combat hunger, increase community food security, and improve nutrition through a network of programming that supports healthy eating among at-risk populations. Our work is grounded in community-based initiatives serving low-income and/or at-risk residents of the Takoma/Langley Crossroads neighborhoods, addressing gaps in our local food systems through models mutually supportive of those who produce food and those who consume it. Crossroads develops and disseminates best practices and replicable models for food access programming to communities within Maryland and nationwide

Crossroads started in 2007 with the opening of the Crossroads Farmer Market. The market was the first market in Maryland (in conjunction with the Takoma Park Farmers Market) to accept federal nutrition benefits and the first in the country to launch an innovative financial incentive program (“Fresh Checks”) through which the market matches federal nutrition benefits with coupons for use at market. 

At present, our programs include:

· Fresh Checks, our innovative healthy eating incentive program, doubles the purchasing power of low-income families and seniors to access fresh, healthy, local foods at Crossroads Farmers Market.
· Healthy Eating provides interactive school-based programming on local, healthy eating to over 400 Takoma Park elementary school students. 
· Micro-enterprise development will offer food-related microenterprise training and support to unemployed and underemployed individuals. 
As Crossroads has grown, it has continually broken new ground with innovative programs. The new Executive Director will establish a secure base to ensure that the program staff has the support it needs to continue to innovate.
